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This drawing depicts several possible CueStation configurations connected to one or more CueServers.  In the simplest configuration, a single CueServer is connected to a single CueStation Hub
via RS-232 or Ethernet.  Each CueStation Hub can drive up to 50 button stations.  Multiple CueStation Hubs may be networked together via Ethernet, and multiple CueServers may also be
connected to that network.  While networked over Ethernet, all CueStation Hubs and CueServers share button press events and indicator control.
